1)      December meeting  - Not held.

2)      Joe Gianzero Report:

                *Reported on status of new Parks building at Rez.  Stated that the bathrooms were in, heat on and waiting on clean-up. Denice deCunha asked who would be handling the punch list and Joe informed the commissioners that Al Fusco would be responsible for remaining issues.  Also, in the spring the            Beautification committee will take care of outside surrounding areas and that asphalt is also planned for the parking area.  

                *Summer employees have been sent notification letters for summer 2019 employment and to date 3 letters have been received.

                *Commissioner Denice deCunha asked if security camera were to be installed on exterior of building.  Joe Gianzera said not at this time but there will be alarms inside building.


3)      Fred Ungerer asked for comments from the commissioners for their overview of the past season.

*Commissioners felt that the season went very well.  It was noted that there were no employee incidents reported.  Denice deCunha mentioned that the issue regarding the handi-cap parking at the dog park is still not resolved. Presently the parking lines do not achieve the goal of having proper handi-cap access. This past year observations and discussions have been held to alleviate this issue and the commissioners would like for this to be resolved in the near future. 

*John Smith brought up the leak at the pool and asked if a plan of action was in place before next season.  Joe Gianzero informed all that the pool will be open this coming season and that a professional pool consultant will be brought in in leak continues.

*Also discussed at length was once the building is in use , how is the scheduling and monitoring going to work.  Joe Gianzero answered that the Park’s office would be the administrators. He is also in the process of upgrading the Park web site.

*Commissioners suggested that the February Park’s meeting be held at the new building if the C.O. has been received.

*Finally, the commissioners questioned which Dept. should be held responsible and reimburse the Park’s fund  for the rental of the trailer that was needed this past summer for Camp Rez Due to the building not in use.
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4)      Fred Ungerer read his letter that was presented at the Town Board meeting in December. It is his hope that the Board and the Park’s Commission continue their open line of communication.
